

Daily Word Study Routines

Daily:  Speed Sorts
· Grab a stopwatch/timer and time how long it takes you to complete the sort. What is the fastest time you can sort all of your words into their categories correctly? You may challenge a partner or the teacher to see who can sort the words the fastest!

· Record your speed & accuracy in your notebook.

Monday:  Writing Sort & Rule Creation 
· When you receive a copy of the new sort from your teacher each Monday, cut the words apart.

· With the teacher/your word study group/alone, sort the words into categories – what is the “rule” (sound/pattern/meaning) that made you sort these words in this way?

· Record the categories, words you sorted into these categories, & the “rule” you generated for placing these words in these categories in your word study notebook.

Tuesday:  Picture/Word Hunt

· Find more words that use the rule you generated yesterday to explain why you sorted the words the way you did. You may just write the words or draw (or copy & paste) & label a picture.
· Decide which categories these words belong in and add them to yesterday’s word sort in the appropriate column – try to find 3-5 new words for each category.

Wednesday:  No Peeking Sort
· Write the categories you discovered Monday in your word study notebook.

· Ask your partner/teacher to take the words out of your envelope and call them to you one at a time. As your partner/teacher calls the words, decide which category each word belongs in and write the word in the appropriate column in your word study notebook – no peeking at the cards!

· When you are finished, have your partner/teacher check your categories and spellings.
Thursday:  Writing Sentences 

· Challenge: how many of your words can you cram into 5 sentences?  

· Write 5 sentences using as many of your words as many times as you can.  

· Highlight and count how many of your words are in the sentences you wrote.

· Write how many of your words you counted in a margin.

Friday:  Quiz, Word Wall & Games
· As your partner/teacher calls the words in your envelope to you, try your best to place it in the correct category and spell it properly – just like the no-peeking sort on day 3.

· Add mastered words to both the class word wall & your portable word wall.
· Play card games with your words:

· Memory/Concentration 

· Snap (place cards face up, first to snap up card keeps it)

· Go Fish

· Speed (race to say words in card pile; timed or first finished)
